Over the last four decadesomputational linguistis, corpus linguistics, artificial intelligence
(Al), and large language models (LLM) havendtecaly changed the approach to, methodology
and forms of lexicography, maritime lexicography being no exception.

Therefore, papebased maritime dictionaries (monolingual, bilingual and multilingual) have
gradually given way to digitalised maritime dictionari@st in CBROM form and today
appearing in various modes of wdlased dictionaries (e.g. glossaries, links to website
dictionaries, maritime corpora, lexicographic databases, etc.).

styles. Thus, maritime English today best meets the requirements of LLM in maritime
lexicography. This is to a les®xtent true of the digitalised texts of the salled languages of
limited diffusion (e.g. Croatian), which aséten underrepresented on the web.
